The estimated walking time is based on a comfortable pace (2.5-4 kph) and is only
to give some idea of it. Please respect nature at all times, including the birds and
vegetation. Do not frighten sheep or other livestock unnecessarily, and leave any
gates as you found them. Use caution, remaining on designated trails where they
exist. For safety’s sake, always inform someone of your travel plans, for instance on
the website www.safetravel.is. Note that the reindeer-hunting season for the area
lasts from 15 July to 20 September.

Leidalysingar / Route descriptions

1. Stafsheidi (pass) 23 km. 8 klist./hrs. Haekkun/rise in elevation 500 m.XX

Um Stafsheidi liggur allgédur jeppavegur, en farid er sem leid liggur inn med
Nordurdalsa fra borvaldsstédum og sidan inn med Stafsheidara upp a Stafsheidi.
Nidur heidina er sidan farid ut bérudal med Joku par til komid er nidur & pjodveg
i Skriddal. Near the Stafsheidi mountain pass lies a road, suitable for jeeps. It lies
inwards beside the Nordurdalsa river from the farm borvaldsstadir. This road takes
you along Stafsheidara river and then up and through the mountain pass. On the
other side of this pass is the bérudalur valley and the road goes along side Joka
river and all the way down to the main road in Skriddalur.

2. bérdalsheidi (pass) 10 km. 4-5 kist./hrs. XX ¥

Um Pérdalsheidi liggur nu allgédur sumarvegur, en heidin var adur einn helsti
fjallvegurinn milli Hérads og fjarda. Farid er af pjodvegi 1 i Skriddal vid Joku og
fylgir vegurinn anni inn Pérudal par til ad hann beygir inn Brudardal. Af haheidinni,
vid Hvalvérdu, liggur vegurinn um Drangsbrekku medfram Yxnagili Gt Areyjardal og
ad Areyjum. Hzest i 498 m y.s.m. Near the bérdalsheidi mountain pass lies a fair
road that used to be one of the main roads between the middle-east region and
the east fjords. From road nr.1 go into the Pérudalur valley. Following the road you
come at a crossing, taking the left turn leads you through the mountain pass called
boérdalsheidi and into Areyjardalur valley. On the highest point of the pass you come
across a cairn (rock marker) called Hvalvarda. The road lies about Drangsbrekka
slope, along side of the Yxnagil canyon, throughout Areyjardalur valley and all the
way to the farm Areyjar. Highest point in 498 m o.s.1.

3. Studlaheidi (pass) 14 km. 6 kist./hrs. Hakkun/rise in elevation 750 m.ﬁf\'

Farid fra Délum eftir linuvegi inn hlidina inn Upsahrygg og Studlaheidardal, inn ad
Heidarvadi. Farid par yfir Hruta, inn nedan i Hratafelli, inn ad Jokulleek og padan
beint i Studlaheidarskard i 785m y.s.. Ur skardinu er farid i vestur, en sidan nordur
& Heidarbran. Af braninni til austurs er Hlidarbotn, nidur Vegghamra, eftir peim i
Snidid og nidur i Ferdamannabotn. Ur botninum nidur Langahrygg medfram gili, yfir
bvera, komid a Vegghamra nedri, er pa stutt eftir nidur a Studlatunid i Reydarfirdi.
(Sja nanar a kortinu ,Gonguleidir & Fjardaslodum®).

There is an old road (or so called “electricity line-road”) that begins at the farm Dalir
in the Faskradsfjodur fiord. It leads to a ridge named Upsahryggur and goes from
there, inwards to the Studlaheidardalur valley. From there you can cross the Hruta
river and follow the road up to the Studlaskard mountain pass, 785 m a.s.l. From the
pass you go west, and later to the north (See map “Goénguleidir & Fjardaslédum”).

4. Hoffell (peak) 10 km. 8 kist./hrs. Hekkun/rise in elevation 1000 m. N
Gengid af Dalavegi upp med Ljétunsa ad utan, upp i utanverdan Sauddal, upp ur
honum, upp i Eyrarskard, ur skardinu ut og upp & Hoffellid (1029 m). Sama leid
til baka. Mjog gott Utsyni. Gestabok er a fjallinu. Walk from Dalavegur road and
upwards beside the river Ljétunsa, up to a valley called Sauddalur. While following
the river it changes into four different branches. Follow the outermost branch, it will
lead you to the Eyrarskard mountain pass and once you have reached the pass,
you can walk from there up to the Hoffell mountain peak (1029 m). Take the same
route back to get down again.

5. Hrossadalsskard (pass) 5 km. 3 klst./hrs. N

- Haekkun/rise in elevation 500 m.

Farid er fra Brimnesgerdi upp med Villingaa inn Hrossadal og upp i skardid, sem
liggur milli Kerlingarfijalls og Heljartinds. Nidur Gr skardinu liggur svo leidin um
Skétusteina, farid er fyrir utan bratta brekku, nidur hjalla par til komid er ad Hafranesi.
Adur fyrr var leidin fidlfarin og var siminn lagdur yfir skardi® um leid og hann kom
& Austurland, voru pa simstédvar & basjunum sitt hvoru megin vid skardié, en eru
nu aflagdar fyrir nokkru. Start your journey from an old farm called Brimnesgerdi.
Follow the Villingaa river upstream and into the Hrossadalur valley and up to the
pass between the two mountains named Kerlingarfjall and Heljartindur. On the way
down, through the mountain pass, you walk past big rocks called Skétusteinar,
shortly followed by a steep slope. Once down follow a terrace, all the way down to
the farm Hafranes in Reydarfjérdur fjord. A long time ago, this route was very much
used, and the first telephone line in the area was laid over this mountain pass.

6. Stadarskard (pass) 8 km. 3 kist./hrs. Hakkun/rise in elevation 400 m. 4\‘)\
Gamall pjodvegur er yfir skardid, en hann var aflagdur pegar lagdur var vegur
um Stadar- Kyrruvikur- og Vatternesskridur 1966-68. Fra Faskrudsfirdi er farid
fra Hoféahusum upp i Staparskard, ur pvi liggur vegurinn um hjalla fram hja
Vindingavérdu. badan liggur hann svo nidur Gvondarhjalla ad vegi 955. baegileg
go6nguleid. Going from the Faskradsfiérdur fjord, the journey starts from Héféahus
and goes up in to the mountain pass. From there it leads downwards along side a
small terrace into the Reydarfjéréur fiord. The old road takes you inward along side
a rather narrow terrace that leads all the way down road nr. 955. This old road used
to be an old crossing between the two fijords, Faskrudsfjéréur and Reydarfjérdur.
This road hasn‘t been maintained since the new road was built in 1966-1968, which
now lies along the coastline.

7. Stadarheidi (heathland) a/to Halaklettur 573 m. (cliff face) 4\‘)\

10 km. 4 kist./hrs. Haekkun/rise in elevation 550 m.

Gengid af pjodvegi 955 rétt utan vid Kolfreyjustad, upp & hjalla sem heitir
Stadarheidi, Ut eftir honum upp i Halaklettsskard, ut eftir egg, par til komid er ad
klettaskoru sem skilur klettinn fra egginni. bad parf ad fara yfir klettaskoruna til
ad komast Ut & klettinn. Pessi leid er ekki fyrir lofthreedda og parf adgeeslu vié.
Gestabdk er a klettinum. Go from road 955, just past the church of Kolfreyjustadur
up to the next terrace. The heathland above the terrace is called Stadarheidi. Going
from there you follow the terrace, going outwards and also slowly upwards and up
to Halaklettsskard pass. From there you can follow a really thin terrace that leads
you to a rift in the terrace. You need to cross this rift to reach Halaklettur. Beware,
this track is not for people with a fear of hights. At the destination you can find a
guestbook.

8. Vatnsdalur (valley) 19 km 6 kist./hrs. Haekkun/rise in elevation 400 m. RN

Leidin liggur fra Porvaldsstédum inn dalinn medfram Nordurdalsa par til hun skiptist
i Stafsheidara og Vatnsdalsa vid Tungufellsspord og er Vatnsdalur genginn & enda
ad pjodvegi 1. Going from the farm borvaldsstadir, follow a road going along side
the river Nordurdalsa, until the valley splits into two. The road goes to the valley on
the right, but you enter the Vatnsdalur valley, which is on the left. Walk through the
valley until you reach Skriddalur valley, which goes across the Vatnsdalur valley.
There you reach road nr. 1.

9. Launarskard (pass) 13 km. 6 kist./hrs. Haekkun/rise in elevation 700 m. AR
Farid upp fra Porvaldsstodum yfir svokalladan Hvolpastig sem liggur um
Geldingsmula, er gengur fram ur bodrisfialli. Fra Hvolpastig liggur leidin fyrir
innan Gilsardal og sidan upp med Launa, alla leid upp i skardid sem liggur milli
Vadhornanna. Sidan er gengid inn & veginn yfir Reindalsheidi (leid 10) og honum
fylgt eins og leid liggur nidur Brottubrekku Ut Tungudal nidur i Tungu, haest i um 900
m. You walk from the farm Porvaldsstadir and over so called Hvolpastigur (Puppy-
path), which lies over Geldingsstadir ridge. This ridge is actually an extension of
bérisfjall mountain. Going over the ridge leads you to a valley, called Gilsardalur. On
the other side of the valley runs a stream, between two mountain peaks, both called
Vadhorn. Following this stream, called Launa, leads you up to the Launarskard
mountain pass. Going down from the pass to Tungudalur valley (track 10), you
come across an old road which you follow until you reach a farm called Tunga,
highest point 900m a.s.l.

10. Reindalsheidi (pass) Gamla péstleidin (old post road) XX ¥ |

- 15 km. 6 kist./hrs. Haekkun/rise in elevation 700 m.

Farié fra Tungu inn Tungudal og &in h6fd & vinstri hénd, inn ad Brottubrekku. Upp
Brottubrekku, Svartagil haft & vinstri hond og upp a brekkubrun, yfir Launa og
beygt med hlidinni fyrir botn dalsins, sidan pverbeygt til vesturs og upp & skard a
Reindalsheidi sem er & milli Heidarhnjuks ad vestan og Njals og Beru ad austan.
Tveer vordur eru i ha skardinu og er farid milli peirra. Pa hallar nidur i Fossdal ad
baenum Gilsa i Breiddal. Ath: Njall og Bera eru klettadrangar sem vert er ad skoda
i g6du vedri (sja leid 17). Follow a road on the right side of the river Tungua. That
road leads to Tungudalur valley and up a steep incline called Brattabrekka, at the
bottom of the valley. The canyon Svartagil should be on your left hand side. Once
you are up the incline, turn left and cross the river Tungua and walk eastwards,
towards the mountain peaks called Njall and Bera. The mountain pass is between
Heidarhnjukur mountain, which is on the west side, and the Njall and Bera mountain
peaks on the east side (see also track 17). Walking through this pass, you walk
between two carins and from there you go down into Fossdalur valley. You wiill
come across a road which leads down to the farm Gilsa, in the Breiddalur valley.

11. Stodvarskard (pass) 8 km. 5 kist./hrs. Haekkun/rise in elevation 600 m.ﬁ?\l
Farid upp fra Merki (sjonvarpsstdd) eftir linuvegi, upp i Vidarbotna, padan ut og
upp i hlidar Gréafells, sidan inn og upp hlidina i skardid. Ur skardinu sunnanmegin
er farid eftir linuvegi Ut og nidur fyrstu brekku, pa slitnar vegurinn i sundur & kafla,
en pegar komid er nidur fyrir Einbua er aftur komid & veginn og honum fylgt ut
Jafnadal og nidur & pjédveg 96. Einbui eru stérir stakir steinar sem vert er ad skoda,
i dalskvosinni Ut og nidur fra skardinu. Going up from a place called Merki (a small
cabin with a transmit antenna), follow a road up to Vidarbotnar basin. From there you
go up the mountain side of Grafell and then inward and upward to the Stédvarskard
mountain pass. From there, the road leads down to the Stédvarfjéréur fjord road
nr. 96. through the Jafnadalur valley. Be aware that the road can sometimes be
unclear, but it should appear again.

12. Grafell (peak) 721 m, 10 km. 3 kist./hrs. RN

- Haekkun/rise in elevation 700 m.

Gengid er upp fra Hateigi inn ad Ljésumelum, en farié er upp i melana, medfram og
yfir Ytra- og Innra-Tréllagili. Sidan er stefnan tekin inn fjallid pannig ad komid er upp
i Eyrareggjarnar, sem liggja i boga fra Grafelli sudaustur undir Kumlafell, en upp &
eggjarnar parf ad komast svo ad leidin verdi greidfaer inn a fellid. Mjog skemmtileg
leid med fallegu utsyni. Walk from Hateigur up to the Ljésumelar mountain scree,
from there you climb the scree and follow Tréllagil canyon up to a mountain
ridge called Eyraregg. The mountain ridge lies in a U-shaped formation between
Kumlafell and Grafell moutains. Once you have reached this ridge, you can walk
towards Gréfell. A very enoyable walk with beautiful scenery.

13. Lambaskard (pass) 9 km. 4 kist./hrs. Haekkun/rise in elevation 600 m. N
Farid er fra pjédvegi 96 vid bru & Vikurgerdisanni, upp med anni inn Fleinsdal og
sidan er haldi® ut med hlidum Saudabdlstingds Ut i Lambaskard. Sidan er gengid
nidur ad porpinu i Stédvarfirdi. Walk from the bridge crossing Vikurgerdisa river from
road nr. 96 and up beside the river into the Fleinsdalur valley. Going from the bottom
of the Fleinsdalur valley, you walk outwards on the slopes of the Saudabdlstindur
mountain, until you reach the Lambaskrad mountain pass. From there you can go
straight down to the Stédvarfjéréur village.

14. Sandfell (peak) 12 km. 4 kist./hrs. Haekkun/rise in elevation 700 m. RN

Farid er sému leid og yfir Lambaskard (leid 13), p.e. upp med Vikurgerdisa ad
utanverdu, inn i botn & Fleinsdal, sidan beygt til heegri og inn og upp & Sandfell (743
m). Sama leid til baka. Mjog athyglisverdur stadur. Gestabok er a fiallinu. Walk the
same way up to Fleinsdalur valley, as is described trail nr. 13. When you reach the
bottom of Fleinsdalur, walk inwards and up to reach the Sandfell mountain. This is
a particulary geologically interesting place. A guestbook is on the mountain (743 m).

15. Vikurheidi, 10 km. 3 kist./hrs. Haekkun/rise in elevation 400 m. WM

Farid er frd baenum Vik upp og eftir Vikurhjalla i Leirudal, sudur hann med Leirufelli.
Hvammsvotn hofd & vinstri hond par sem komid er & Vegahrygg, sidan medfram
honum sudur af. Komid pa @ mela sem eru ofan vié porpid i Stédvarfirdi.

Walk from the farm Vik, outwards and upwards to Vikurhjalli ridge. Going up the
ridge, you walk past the Leirufjall mountain and towards Hvammsvétn lakes. Going
past the left side of the lake, will take you up to Vegahryggur ridge and from there
you keep going downwards through the Vikurheidi heathland and towards the
Stédvarfjordur village.

16. Brunir, 8 km. 2 kist./hrs. Hakkun/rise in elevation 300 m. «R

Rétt fyrir innan Hafnarnes er Gardsa og gott er ad fylgja henni ad upptokum uar litilli
tjérn og betra er ad vera austan megin tjarnarinnar. Siéan er gengié til sudurs eftir
Gvendarnesbrinum og inn Olukku, yfir brnir nidur ad porpi. Mjég létt og paegileg
gonguleid. About 300 m inwards from Hafnarnes, lies the stream Gardsa. Follow
the stream up to its source, a small lake. Walk past the east side the lake and to
the south parallel Gvendarnesbrunir cliff face, through Olukka, a great depression
in the landscape and then walk parallel to the cliff face, down towards the village.
A easy and casual trail.

17. Njall & Bera (peaks), 20 km. 6 kist./hrs. W\

- Haekkun/rise in elevation 900 m.

Mjog skemmtileg génguleid medfram Tinnu, en gott er ad leggja af stad vid bruna a
Nordurdalsvegi (962). Sidan er gengid sem leid liggur medfram anni inn allan dalinn
og hann a enda par til ad komid er ad peim Njali og Beru. En fra peim skétuhjaum
er stutt ganga inn & Reindalsheidi (leid 10). A very enjoyable walk, following the
river Tinna. Its most convenient to start the hike from the bridge crossing Tinna
(road nr 962). From there you simply follow the river up to Tinnudalur valley all
the way up to its source, until you reach the Njall and Bera mountain peaks. From
there you can also walk on to Reindalsheidi heathland (track 10), for a better view
over Breiddalur valley. The to peaks are said to be trolls that got to stone, when the
sunlight touched them.

17a. Kistuurd, (rocky area) 12 km. Hakkun/rise in elevation 500 m. W’\
Gengid i byrjun med leid 17. Gengid upp med Tinnu i um 3 km, og sidan beygt i att
ad Kistufelli. Gonguleidin endar undir fjallinu Kistufelli, par sem stérar steinblokkir
mynda svonefnda Kistuurd, moétada af joklum lidinna isalda. Margir fallegir fossar
eru a leidinni. Go the same way as in trail nr. 17 up Tinnudalur valley.Then turn
towards Kistufell mountain. The trail ends below the mountain Kistufell, where big
rocks and blocks form the socalled Kistuurd (rocky area) with nice glacial polish.
Many beautiful waterfalls on the way.

18. Gunnarsskard (pass) 14 km. 5 kist./hrs. RN

- Haekkun/rise in elevation 700 m.

Gott er ad fara fra Olafsvérdu vid pjodveg 1 og ganga ad téftunum & Arnastédum.
Sidan er stefnan ad Sela og er henni fylgt upp i skard. Skardid sjalft afmarkast af
Gunnarstindi (1025 m). og Gétutindi (868 m). Nidur i Stédvardal er gengié sem leid
liggur ad Stédvara og er henni svo fylgt ad pjédvegi 96. Best is to start the walk
from Olafsvarda cairn (rock marker), which is very close to the main road number
1 and walk from there to the ruins of Amastadur farm. From Arnastadir hike up the
slope, following Sela stream, which will lead you all the way to the Gunnarsskard
mountain pass. The mountain pass is between Gunnarstindur (1025 m) and the
Gétutindur (868 m) mountains. Once the mountain pass is reached, walk down into
the Stédvarfjérour fiord and walk down to the Stédvara river and follow it outwards
to the sea, until you reach the road 96.

19. Fossdalsskard (pass) 7 km. 4 kist./hrs. N

- Haekkun/rise in elevation 700 m.

baegilegasta gonguleidin inn Fossdal er af Krokmelum og pegar komid er upp a
brunina er stefnan tekin beint upp i skardid, sem er fyrir innan Fanndalsfjall. Sudur
ur skardinu liggur leidin nidur med Brunnlaeksgilinu, sem endar fyrir utan og ofan
Ormsstadi. The easiest path to the Fossdalur valley is from a place called Krokmelar.
Hike from there inwards and upwards to the Fossdalur valley and once you're
there, head straight to the Fanndalsfjall mountain and up into the Fossdalsskard
mountain pass. Once through the pass, the path lies down to Brunnleeksgil canyon
and by following the stream you will end at the main road, close to a farm named
Ormsstadir.

20. Fanndalsskard (pass) 6 km. 4 klist./hrs. M

- Haekkun/rise in elevation 700 m.

Einfaldast er ad fara sému leid upp Fossdalinn eins og pegar farid er Fossdalsskard
(leid 19), en nu er stefnan tekin & skardid sem er fyrir utan Fanndalsfjall. Nidur i
Breiddal leida Fanndalsskard og Fanndalir okkur nidur ad Gljufraborg vié pjédveg
1. Easiest way to the Fanndalsskard is to hike the same trail as when going to the
Fossdalsskard (trail nr 19) but take the outer pass, east of Fanndalsfjall. When you
have reached the Fanndalsskard mountain pass, head down into the Breiddalur
valley by following the small stream that leads down from the mountain pass. Doing
so will take you a small farm called Gljufraborg at road nr 1.

21. Hvalneshals (ridge), 180 m, 2 km. 1 kist./hrs. RN

- Haekkun/rise in elevation 150 m.

Farid er af stad fyrir innan tinid a Hvalnesi og haldid ut padan ofan girdingar, par til
komid er & gdmlu slédina. Innhalt i Halsinum er grasblettur er heitir Kringla og @ ha
halsinum er vélvuleidi. Sidan er farid til sudurs um Hvalnesals og inn ad pjédvegi 96
i Breiddal. Stutt, greidfeer og Iétt leid. This way is short and easy to walk. Begin by
going from the old field surrounding the ruins of the farm Hvalnes. From there, walk
beside the main road to the terrace that lies above road 96, called Hvalneshals.
The terrrace turns and leads you into the Breiddalur valley where it takes you back
down to the main road. An old story tells a tale about a witch who was buried at the
highest point of the terrace.

22. Bajartindur (peak), 1096 m, Breiddalsheidi, 14 km. 4 kist./hrs. N

- Haekkun/rise in elevation 500 m.

Lagt er af stad vid Stefansbud vid hringveginn og farid inn fyrir Afréttargil, en padan
er svo létt gonguleid ut Aura par til komid er Ut & Baejartind fyrir ofan borgrimsstadi
Mjog gott utsyni er & leidinni. Begin the journey by the little cabin, Stefansbud on
the heathland, on road nr. 1. Start by walking above the Afréttargil canyon and from
there the passage should be easy until you reach Aurar and at last the Bagjartindur
mountain peak. The peak is just opposite the farm bPorgrimsstadir and the view is
excellent in good weather.

23. Kistufell (peak), 1116 m, Breiddalsheidi, 16 km. 5 klist./hrs. ‘M\

- Haekkun/rise in elevation 600 m.

Farid er fra Stefansbud vid hringveginn inn & hraunid fyrir ofan Heidarvatn og
gengid sem leid liggur upp Hreindyrahraun ut & Kistufellid. Mjog gott Gtsyni. Einnig
er haegt ad ganga fra akveginum yfir Oxi (939) eftir Kistufelli (Kjalfjalli) og aleidis ad
tindinum. Sja einning a kortinu ,Goénguleidir i Djipavogshreppi“. The journey begins
by the Stefansbud cabin on road nr. 1. From there you walk towards the lake where
you follow “Hreindyrahraun” above, until you reach the Kistufell mountain peak.
From there you have a great view down into the Breiddalur valley. Another start
for hiking is at the road over Oxi pass. Follow the Kjalfjall (Kistufell) shoulder till
reaching Kistufell summit (1116 m). See also the map “Hiking Routes in Djupivogur
Municipality”.

24. Jorvikurskard (pass) Gamla Péstleidin/old post road. 6 km. XA ¥ |

- 2 kIst./hrs. Haekkun/rise in elevation 200 m.

Farid er upp fyrir utan Jorvikura og gengid skahalt Gt og upp melana med stefnu &
skardid. Vid veginn a skardinu er stér steinn sem Andrésarsteinn heitir, en sagan
segir ad madur ad nafni Andrés hafi ordid uti & skardinu og fundist sitjandi upp vié
steininn, undan vedri. Nidur i Nordurdal er farid med Skardsa eins og leid liggur ad
Engihlid. Follow the driveway to Joérvik until you reach the Jérvikura river. Once
you've found the river, follow it for a while upstream and then turn east towards the
mountain pass. Once on the mountain pass, go down into the Nordurdalur valley,
by following the Skardsa river all the way down to the farm Engihlid. On the way
to the mountain pass you should come across a big stone called Andrésarsteinn.
The story behind the stone is that a man named Andrés was once lost in a bad
storm and when the weather calmed, he was found dead sitting downwind against
the stone.

25. Disastadahjalli (pass) 5 km. 2 kist./hrs. M

- Hekkun/rise in elevation 400 m.

Farid er Ut hjallann fyrir innan rastir Disastada, fyrir fellid og yfir i Nordurdal. Mjog
gott utsyni feest med pvi ad ganga a svokallada Bungu fremst & hjallanum. Mjog létt
gonguleid sem hentar flestum. Close to the main road are the ruins of an old farm
called Disastadir. Going from the ruins, walk up and outwards to the terrace called
Disastadahjalli. Following this terrace will lead you to the Nordurdalur valley. If you
like, you can hike to a so called ,,Bunga®, located on the edge of the terrace for a
stunning view. An easy walk, suitable for most people.

26. Berufjardarskard (pass) 8 km. Gamla postleidin/Old post road RN %I‘l

- 4 kist./hrs. Haekkun/rise in elevation 650 m. Gengid i gegnum Breiddalseldstdd.
Fra Breiddal er haegt ad ganga fra tveimur stédum. Annars vegar fra Hoskuldsst6dum
og fra Flogu (64°49,03-14°23,02) en leidirnar sameinast flijétlega vid Vegaskard.
Afram er haldié sem leid liggur upp i Berufjardarskard (64°49,22-14°26,61). Nidur i

Berufjord er farid fyrir innan og medfram Svartagili ad Sétabotni, en gengid er nidur
milli botnsins og gilsins og nidur med pvi endiléngu alla leid nidur ad beae i Berufirdi
(64°47,84-14°29,03). There are two choices for a starting point on the Breiddalur
side, either Héskuldsstadir or Flaga (64°49.03-14°23.02); these two paths soon
merge in the lower pass of Vegaskard. From there you continue over the main pass,
Berufjardarskard (64°49.22-14°26.61), and down into Berufjérdur fjord. Stay just
west of Svartagil gorge while descending to the farm named Berufjérdur (64°47.84-
14°29.03), but avoid going as far west as the deep hollow of Sétabotn.

27. Flogufoss (waterfall), 2 km. 1 kist./hrs. ﬁ‘?\

Haekkun/rise in elevation 50 m.

Flégufoss (sja forsidumynd) er haesti foss i Breiddal. Fossinn er i Fldgua sem
rennur um Flégudal, sem afmarkast af Smatindum og Réndolfi og yfir fossinum
liggur glaesilegur steinbogi. Fra vegi er stutt gonguleid ad fossinum. Gengid er fra
veginum 964. The waterfall Flbgufoss (see cover photo), is the highest waterfall in
the Breiddalur valley. The waterfall is located in Flbgua river, which runs through
the Flégudalur valley. On the top of the waterfall is a spectacular rock arch. The
waterfall is within short walking distance from the road. The walk starts at road 964.

28. Innra Stangarskard / Ytra Stangarskard (passes) 8 km. 4 kist/hrs M

- Hekkun/Rise in elevation 700 m.

Farid er upp fra Skridustekk (64°48,98-14°19,14) og gengid upp med Skridua
inn dalinn. Fyrir botni hans er fjallid Stong (965 m) en beggja vegna pess eru
Stangarskord, ytra (64°46,78-14°20,73) og innra (64°46,97-14°21,69). Skémmu
adur en komid er i innra skardid sést eina mégulega uppgdnguleidin a tindinn, en
han er ekki faer nema vénum og adeins tveimur i einu, en téluvert lausgryti er i
gjétunni. Nidur i Berufjérd er sidan létt ganga nidur undir Skalaas og ad Skala
(64°45,48-14°22,88). Leaving from the old farm of Skridustekkur (64°48.98-
14°19.14), head up the valley of the Skridua river until you near the mountain of
Sténg (965 m), where you have to choose whether to take the westerly (64°46.78-
14°20.73) or the easterly (64°46.97-14°21.69) pass around it. Just before topping
the westerly pass, you will spot the only possible way up onto the peak, but it is
inaccessible to those unused to difficult climbing. There is considerable loose rock
in a crevice, and only two people should go up at a time. Descending to Berufjérdur
fjord, however, is easy, past Skalaas ridge to Skali farm (64°45.48-14°22.88).

29. Fagradalsskard (pass) 13 km. 5 kist/hrs Haekkun/Rise in elev. 600 m. N
Farid er fra Fagradalsbaenum (64°46,79-14°12,39) og gengié medfram Fagradalsa
inn dalinn. Fagradalsskard (64°44,30-14°14,84) liggur milli Grjéthdlatinds og
Hrossatinds. bPadan er gengid nidur med Krossanni ut Krossdal i att ad hringvegi
(64°41,69-14°11,69). Walk up the valley of Fagridalur from the farm named after it
(64°46.79-14°12.39) and then along the river Fagradalsa, till crossing the pass also
named after it, Fagradalsskard (64°44.30-14°14.84), between Grjéthdlartindur and
Hrossatindur peaks. By staying on the left side of the Krossa river, you can follow
the same old road all the way down to an old farm called Fossgerdi, which is close
to the main road nr 1. (64°41.69-14°11.69).

30. Skammadalsskard (pass), 650 m. 12 km 5 kist/hrs %’X

- Haekkun/Rise in elevation 600 m.

Gengid er fra akvegi 964 (64°46,82-14°09,34) inn Skammadal, sem er fyrir utan
Skjolddlfsstadi og med anni inn dalinn. Skammadalsskard (64°44,27-14°12,21)
liggur milli Hrossatinds og Kjalfjalls. Gengid er sidan nidur i Krossdal inn & sému
leid og pegar farid er um Fagradalsskard (leid 29) og afram ad hringvegi. As
you leave the road (64°46.82-14°09.34) to ascend Skammidalur, you keep east
of Skjoldolfsstadir farm. After crossing Skammadalsskard (64°44.27-14°12.21),
between the summits of Hrossatindur and Kjalfjall, you go down into Krossdalur
valley and continue along it to the Ring Road nr 1, like in trail 29.

31. Planetustigurinn (planetary path) 3 km. R

- 1 kist/hrs Haekkun/Rise in elevation 50 m

Stigurinn er likan af sélkerfinu i meelikvardanum 1:3.333.000.000. Vid Breiddalssetur
(Gamla kaupfélagid) & Breiddalsvik hefst stigurinn en par er solinn stadsett. Hann er
1,6 km langur og eru fjarleegdir og steerdir planetanna i réttum hlutféllum. Hja hverri
planetu eru upplysingaskilti. Opid mai - sept. The path is a much smaller version
of our solar system, in which the planets are in the porportions of 1:3.333.000.000.
The path is 1,6 km long and it begins in front of Breiddalssetur, geology centre.
Beside each planet are information signs with information about the planets. Only
open May - Sept.

32. Krossskard (pass) 12 km. 5 kist/rs R ¥

- Haekkun/Rise in elevation 600 m.

Farid er af veginum nokkru fyrir innan Os i Breiddal, vié Djupadalsa (64°46,04-
14°04,21). Gengid er sem leid liggur upp med anni dalinn & enda, en Krossskard
(650 m) (64°43,19-14°08,20) er fyrir botni hans. Farid er nidur fyrir ofan og innan
Krosslaek og nidur undir mynni Krossdals nidur ad hringvegi. Just west of Os farm,
hike up the Djupadalsa river valley (64°46.04-14°04.21) until you reach its upper
end, below Krossskard (64°43.19-14°08.20) (650 m). Descending, stay above and
west of the Krosslaekur stream until its valley ends, then continue SW to road nr 1.

33. Godaborg (623 m) & Osfjall (peaks), 7 km. 3-4 kist/hrs A\

- Heest/Max. altitude 640 m.

Gonguleid upp a Osfiall og Gt 4 Godaborg (623 m) en mjdg fallegt Gtsyni er & pessari
leid. Farid er upp rétt utan vié Os fra vegi (64°45,75-14°03,40) og upp i Stuttadal.
Hann er genginn a enda en fyrir botni hans risa Satur (716 m). Milli Stuttadals og
Krossdals otar Godaborg kolli sinum fram ad sj6.This route onto Osfjall and the
Godaborg crest (623 m) offers beautiful views. Beginning at the road (64°45.75-
14°03.40) just east of Os farm, walk up Stuttidalur valley, with Satur summit (716
m) rising in front of you. Once onto the grassy heathland walk to the east and follow
a mossy terrace all the way to the cliff face of the Godaborg mountain peak, that
overlooks the Breiddalsvik area. A beautiful view in a good weather.

34. Stigi (path) - Krossdalur (valley), 4.5 km. 2 kist/hrs RN

- Haekkun/Rise in elevation 300 m.

Gonguleid inn Krossdal i Breiddal og inn fyrir Bagjarhnjuk. Farié er af stad vid Krossa
(64°44,83-14°00,71) og gengid sem leid liggur upp med anni inn Krossdal, og sidan
inn fyrir Baejarhnjuk, en nidur branirnar er adeins ein leid um svokalladan Stiga.

The only way down the steep
slope below is named Stigi which simply means ,ladder*, (be careful). You reach
the Ring Road again just west of the abandoned Streiti farm (64°43.15-14°02.51).

35. Streitishvarf (tip of peninsula) 2 km. 1.5 kist/hrs N

ganga ut fra afleggjara, nidur ad Streitisvita og med strondinni i nagrenni vitans.

Badi nordan og sunnan megin vid bilastaedid sést
gangurinn nidur vid sjéinn par sem hann kemur undan grédrinum og er i 10 minutna
gongufjarleegd fra bilastaedinu i hvora attina. An enjoyable, easy route along the
Streitishvarf coast. Depart at the turnoff, walk down to the lighthouse and continue
along the shoreline. You have to take care on the cliffs along the shore. Below the
parking lot of the Streitishvarf lighthouse lies a geological phenomena, a composite
dyke composed of both mafic and felsic magma. The dyke crops out at the beaches
in the north and the south, the parking lies right in between. The sites are about a
10 minute walking distance in either direction.

36. Berunes (farm, hostel) &X

Fra Farfuglaheimilinu & Berunesi eru nokkrar génguleidir til fialls og med sjo.
Gongufolki er bent & ad hafa samband vid starfsfélk farfuglaheimilisins um nanari
leidbeiningar. There are several walking trails leading from the Berunes Youth
Hostel, either towards the mountains or the sea. Simply contact the people working
at the Youth Hostel for more directions.

37. Axlir, nordan vié mynni Fossardals (North end of Fossardalur valley)

5 km. 2.5 klst/hrs Haekkun/Rise in elevation 100 m.

Gengid er nordaustur eftir
Baejarasnum nordur fyrir Sandbrekkulaek, padan er svo gengid ut a klettabrunir og
eftir peim par til komid er i svokallad Stoérgryti (klofa parf yfir tveer girdingar a pessari
leid). | bakalei® er rétt ad haekka sig upp @ NauthUshjalla sem liggur undir haum
klettum og eftir honum heim undir Fossardalsbeei (64°45,31,5-14°30,39,9). Onnur
mjog stutt og falleg leid er merkt i Fossarklifum, en par er svokalladur Arnarbolshjalli,
0,8 km, 15 min. Upphafsstadur er melur, nyrst & nedsta hjalla i Fossarklifum
(64°45,21,5-14°28,52,1). badan er gengid eftir gétusléda med fallegt utsyni yfir
Berufjérdinn og Strandafjéllin. Leaving the Eyjolfsstadir guesthouse, you head NE
along the shoulder of Beejaras. After passing the stream Sandbrekkulsekur, you
continue to the edge of the cliffs and follow them until reaching the rocks of Stérgryti.
This involves crossing two fences along the way. To return, it is best to go upwards
onto the Nauthushjalli shoulder, which lies beneath high cliffs, and follow it back
to below the farmsteads in Fossardalur valley (64°45.31.5-14°30.39.9). Another
pretty, short route of only 15 min. goes along the shoulder Arnarbdlshjalli and is 0.8
km long. At the northern end of the lowest shoulder (64°45.21.5-14°28.52.1) in the
switchbacks going up into Fossardalur, you will see a sign in a gravelly area where
you can start walking along the old track, with its scenic view of the fjord and the
mountains along its north shore.

38. Hvitardalur (valley) 6 km 2.5 kist’/hrs Haekkun/Rise in elevation 560 m. N
Gangan hefst & gémlum vegarsléda beint upp af baenum Urdarteigi (64°42,99-
14°24,07), upp i mynni Sauddals. badan er svo gengid inn flada og inn i Hvitardal. Ur
Hvitardal parf ad ganga nidur skammt innan vié Hvita nidur Brattasnid. Petta er eina
feera leidin nidur ar dalnum. Start off on the old vehicle track just above Urdarteigur
farm (64°42.99-14°24.07) and hike into the lower end of Sauddalur valley, before
following the slope into Hvitardalur valley. There is only one good way back down
from the other side of the valley, which involves crossing Brattasnid, just north of
the Hvita river.

Breiddalseldst6d Breiddalur central volcano

Fleiri en 10 elstédvar er ad finna & Austurlandi og er Breiddalselstdd ein af peim.
Hudn hefur pann kost ad vera mjog adgengileg, en audvelt er ad ganga upp ad og
yfir hana og einnig keyra ad og i kring. Pad er einstdk upplifun ad geta skodad
sig um ,,inni i innvidum eldfjalls®, eins og haegt er i tilfelli Breiddalseldstédvar, en
joklar & sidustu isold hafa rofid landslagid pannig ad haegt er ad sja inn i kulnada
eldstddina. Kjarni og adalgigur eldstédvarinnar eru i kringum fjallid Matarhnjuk
(912 m), en fjallgardurinn milli Breiddals og Berufjardar sem er m.a. myndadur af
tindunum Stong, Sletti, Smatindum, Flégutind og Berufjardartind, voru einnig gigar

eldfjallsins. Peir eru gerdir ur ryolitbergi og eru pvi hardari en umhverfid, sem leidir
til pess ad peir standa vedrun betur af sér. bess ma geta ad génguleidir 26 og 27
fara um naerumhverfi eldstédvarinnar. More than 10 central volcanoes can be found
in East-Iceland and Breiddalur central volcano is one of them. The benefit of this
volcano is its accessibility. It is easy to drive close to the volcano and walk upto
and over it and be able to examine the interiors of a central volcano. This can be
done with the Breiddalur central volcano because of erosion caused by glaciers
of the last ice age, that made the landscape how it is today. The core and the
central crater of the volcano are located around the mountain Matarhnjukur (912
m) and the mountain ridge that divides the Breiddalur valley and Berufjéréur fjord is
composed of many mountain peaks named Sténg, Sléttur, Smatindar, Flégutindur
and Berufjardartindur. These peaks are made of rhyolite volcanic rock, which is
more tolerant to erosion. That is why it stands so tall in this environment. Trails
number 26 and 27 go through the area of the Breiddalur central volcano.

Sandfell Sandfell laccolith

Sandfell er liparitfjall sem stendur sunnan megin i Faskrudsfirdi. begar liparitkvika
tredst & milli hraunlaga myndast bergeitill eins og Sandfell er. bergeitillinn er talinn
vera um 600 m pykkur og pykir eitt besta synishorn fra tertiertima & nordurhveli
jardar. The laccolith consists of rhyolite, and is located in the south Faskridsfjérour
fiord. This type of mountain is formed when rhyolite magma squeezes through lava
beds and solidifies before it reaches the surface. The laccolith surfaced because of
the erosion done by the glaciers of the last ice age. It is assumed to be about 600
meters thick, and is one of the best examples found in the tertiary lava beds in the
northen hemisphere.

Beljandi (waterfall)

Milli Brekkuborgarvatns og Mjoavatns er fossinn Beljandi i Breiddalsa. Eiginlega
eru fossarnir tveir, ytri og innri og samnefndir hyljir vid. Heegt er ad aka ad Beljanda
fré pjodvegi 1. A beautiful waterfall, named Beljandi is between Brekkuborgarvatn
lake and Mjéavatn lake. To be specific, Beljandi is actually two waterfalls. It is
possible to drive from road nr. 1 to the waterfalls.

Saxa (cliff face)

crack, it chops the seaweed into pieces. e «

The rocks Einbdi is in Jafnadalur valley, located in Stdédvarfjérour valley. Einbui
consists of few big rocks which stand alone, in an otherwise flat environment.

Kambaskridur Kambaskridur slopes

Milli Breiddals og Stodvarfjardar liggja prennar brattar skridur ofan Gr Sulum og
var pjédvegur lagdur um peer 1962. Talid fra Breiddal og austur Ut heita peer,
Faerivallaskridur, Hvalnesskridur og Kambaskridur. Kambanes er tilvalid til utivistar,
enda er landslag par mjog fagurt par sem Sulurnar risa tignarlega yfir. Sja leid 21.
Between the Breiddalur valley and the Stddvarfjérdur fiord lies a very steep slope.
The main road was built through these slopes in 1962. Kambanes peninsula is the
ideal place to enjoy the great outdoors, but the landscape there is extrordinary and
the mountains rise majestically above. See trail nr. 21.

Skrudur (island)

Uti fyrir austurstrénd Faskrudsfjardar eru prjar eyjar, £dasker, Andey og Skradur.
Skradurinn ris glaesilega hatt Ur sj6 eins og nafn hans ber merki um. Vel pekktar
eru sagnirnar af bdndanum i Skrddnum, en hann var einn priggja braedra, risanna i
Skrudskambi vié Streitishvarf (leid 35) og i Papey. En peir breedur sau hver til annars
og gatu kallad sin & milli. Near the east coast of Faskrudsfjérdur fjord are three
islands, named AEdasker, Andey and Skrudur. Skradur island rises majestecally
above the sea and a story tells that there once lived a giant who had two brothers.
One of them lived by Streitishvarf (trail 35), in the Breiddalur valley and the other
one in Papey island, near the Djupivogur village. Apparently, the three brothers
could always see, and shout to each other, despite of the distance between those
places.

Meleyri (beach)

Skammt fyrir innan Breiddalsvik er vidattumikil strandlengja sem kallast Meleyri.
Pangad er tilvalid ad fara i gdngutur og skoda sig um. Right outside of Breiddalsvik
village is a rather broad coastline. It is just the ideal place to go for a walk and enjoy
the magnificent nature all around.

Streitishvarf (end of peninsula)
Undir bilastaedinu vid Streitishvarfsvitann liggur merkilegt jardfreedilegt fyrirbeeri,
en pad er berggangur samsettur Ur baedi basisku og suru bergi. Beedi nordan og
sunnan megin vid bilastaedid sést gangurinn nidur vid sj6éinn par sem hann kemur
undan grodrinum og er i 10 minutna géngufjarleegd fra bilasteedinu i hvora attina.

Oheimilt er ad hréfla vid pessum
jardmyndunum. A natural monument. Part of an ignimbrite layer formed during a
pyroclastic eruption (explosive volcano). The bluish-green colour comes from the
mineral chlorite, that formed during the alteration of the rock. It is forbidden to
hammer the rock on any part of the formation.

Gautavik (farm)

Gautavik er gémul verslunarhéfn og var ein adalhéfn Austurlands, eda allt par til ad
verslunin var flutt & seinni hluta 16. aldar yfir 4 Djipavog. | Gautavik er fiéldi rusta
sem ahugavert getur verid ad skoda. This place used to be an old trading port and
in fact, it was one of the main-harbours in East-Iceland, until the trade was relocated
in the late 16th century to Djupivogur village. In Gautavik you can find plenty of ruins
and remains from this period, which can be interesting to explore.

Hoskuldsstadir (farm)

haskéla i Baltimore. | heimagrafreitnum ad Héskuldsstédum er dufteski dr. Stefans

vardveitt, asamt dufteski fyrri konu hans Margarete Schwarzenburg. (Sja einnig
Breiddalssetur) Back in the day, Héskuldsstadir used to be the local post office
until 1907 and the postmen would stop by on their way across the Berufjardarskard
mountain pass (the old post road). The farm is also the birthplace of one of Iceland’s
most respected scholars, Dr. Stefan Einarsson, who was also a former professor
at the University of John Hopkins in Baltimore. In Hbskuldsstadir's graveyard his
ashes are buried along with the ashes of his first wife, Margarete Schwarzenburg
(See also Breiddalssetur).

Jorvik (forest)

A heimattninu standa tveir gamlir bzeir sem minnisvardar um fyrri tié, Jorvik og
Lindarbakki. En i skéginum allt um kring ma sja framsyni ibla sem ad endingu
gafu Skogreekt rikisins jordina. In the farm fields of Jorvik forest, stand two old
farm houses called Jorvik and Lindarbakki, as a memorial of former times. The
forest around these old farms is a noticable testament to the future vision the latest
inhabitants had, who gave their land to the Icelandic forest service. At the time,
forests around farm houses were not common in Iceland.

Stefan Einarsson fra Hoskuldsstddum i Breiddal, asamt steinasyningu og fleiru sem
vert er ad skoda. The old cooperative stands in the center of the Breiddalsvik village
and is the oldest house in the town. It was built in 1906 and housed the local store
for the people of the Breiddalur valley until 1956 as well as an apartment that was
utilized until 1970. After that, the house was used for a range of activities including
a sea men's home, a canteen and a storage facility. Today it houses a geology and
heritage centre and represents exhibitions on that matter.

Hafnarnes (old village)

byggd. In the 19th century there was a small village located in Hafnarnes, with a
population of about 100 people. In the sixties there were 12 houses in the village,
but in the seventies most of the villagers moved away. Nontheless, you can still find
all kinds of remains from that period.

Storkerald — Tyrkjaurd Stérkerald and Tyrkjaurd scree

Framan i fjallinu Stedja, sem er fyrir ofan Stodvarfjardarporpid, er stor geil inn i fjallid
sem heitir Stérkerald. Pangad er sagt ad Stodfirdingar hafi fltid undan Tyrkjum
og rutt sidan yfir pa grjéti pegar peir séttu ad peim. Urdin framan vid Stérkerald
heitir pvi Tyrkjaurd. In front of the mountain Stedji (located above the Stédvarfjérour
village) is a big breach in the mountain, named Stérkerald. Word has it that when
the Turks invaded Iceland, the local people hid in that specific breach and then
killed the invaders by pushing rocks over them. In the same place there’s a scree,
which was named Tyrkjaurd (Turk scree) after the invasion.

Faskrudsfjordur (Budakauptiun) Faskrudsfjordur the french village

In the village, there
are many beautiful old houses that have been rebuilt and they sure put a lovely
character to the place. Some houses of great importance from this time still exist,
for example the house of the French Consul which now houses the town hall of the
Faskradsfiéréur village. Visit the french museum in the village.

L‘Abri (Franski spitalinn) L‘Abri (A former french hospital)

Franski spitalinn er stort og reisulegt hus, sem eitt sinn st6d i Hafnarnesporpi, en
pangad var husid flutt ari6 1939 og notad sem fjolbylishis. NG hefur pad verid
feert padan og endurbyggt par sem pad upprunalega var reist, i Budakauptuni
(Faskrudsfirdi) arid 1903, sem sjukrahus fyrir franska sjémenn. In Faskridsfiérour
village is a beautiful old house that will give you an extrordinary experience. Back
in the day, the building housed a hospital for French fishermen, but now it has been
rebuilt and houses the resturant, L'Abri. In a section of the building there is also a
museum in memoriam of the French fishermen that lived in Faskradsfiérdur for a
period of time.

Franski kirkjugardurinn The french graveyard
